    Ash Wednesday is Feb. 6th! 
MASSES will be at 8:15am, 12:00 

Noon and 7:00pm. Ashes will be distributed during 
each Mass. 
LENTEN REGULATIONS REGARDING FAST-
ING AND ABSTINENCE: Ash Wednesday, Febru-
ary 6th and Good Friday, March 21st are days of 
abstinence from meat and also DAYS OF FAST, 
that is limited to one single full meal.  The other 
Fridays of the season of lent are days of absti-
nence from meat.  With regard to the obligatory 
days listed above, however there is frequent ques-
tion about the degree of seriousness of the matter.  
The teaching of the Holy Father may be simply 
paraphrased:  The obligation to do penance is a 
serious one; the obligation to observe as a whole 
or substantially the penitential days specified by 
the Church is also serious.  No one should be 
scrupulous in this regard:  failure to observe an 
individual day of penance is not considered seri-
ous.  People should seek to do more rather than 
less.  Fast and abstinence on the days prescribed 
should be considered a minimum response to the 
Lord’s call to penance and conversion.  The law of 
abstinence binds all Catholics over 14 years of 
age.  The law of fasting binds all Catholics from 
their 18th year until the beginning of their 60th year.

The Spiritual Development Commission will be 
offering a series of articles to help us better un-
derstand the Church’s position on a variety of life 
issues.  Topic:    Stem Cell Research  
What is a stem cell?  A stem cell is a relatively 
unspecialized cell that, when it divides, can do 
two things:  make another cell like itself, or make 
any of a number of cells with more specialized 
functions.  For example, just one kind of stem cell 
in our blood can make new red blood cells, or 
white blood cells, or other kinds, depending on 
what the body needs.  These cells are like the 
stem of a plant that spreads out in different direc-
tions as it grows.  Is the Catholic Church op-
posed to all stem cell research? Not at all. Most 
stem cell research uses cells obtained from adult 
tissue, umbilical cord blood, and other sources 
that pose no moral problem.  Useful stem cells 
have been found in bone marrow, blood, muscle, 
fat, nerves, and even in the pulp of baby teeth.  
Some of these cells are already being used to 
treat people with a wide variety of diseases.  Why 
is the Church opposed to stem cell research 
using the embryo? Because harvesting these 
stem cells kills the living human embryo.  The 
Church opposes the direct destruction of innocent 
human life for any purpose, including research. If 
some human embryos will remain in frozen 
storage and ultimately be discarded anyway, 
why is it wrong to try to get some good out of 
them?  In the end we will all die anyway, but that 
gives no one a right to kill us.  In any case, these 
embryos will not die because they are inherently 
unable to survive, but because others are choos-
ing to hand them over for destructive research 
instead of letting them implant in their mother’s 
womb.  One wrong choice does not justify an ad-
ditional wrong choice to kill them for research, 
much less a choice to make taxpayers support 
such destruction.  The idea of experimenting on 
human beings because they may die anyway also 
poses a grave threat to convicted prisoners, termi-
nally ill patients, and others.
