The parish secretary calls a bereavement
minister when a parishioner dies. She fills out a
Bereavement Ministry Reporting Form and gives
it to the minister. We try to go to wakes. We
send a sympathy card from the parish. We try to
help the bereaved with any problems or ques-
tions they might have. The first Sunday in No-
vember we have a Remembrance Prayer Ser-
vice. We read from scripture and sing songs and
the priest gives a remembering reflection. All
names of parishioners who have died the past
year are read. A memento is given to each fam-
ily. Refreshments are served in the gathering
area. With more ministers we could make this a
larger and more active ministry. An example
would be a monthly bereavement support group.
